MACHINE READABLE/COMPUTERIZED PASSPORT 

It is the decision of the Government of Pakistan to discontinue normal handwritten passports soon. Therefore, all Pakistan nationals must obtain Machine Readable Passport (MRP).
Requirements
The requirements for issuance of Machine Readable/Computerized Passport are the following:-

a) The applicants have to personally appear for applying for the passport along with the following:- 
a. Original valid National Identity Card for Overseas Pakistanis (NICOP)/ Computerized National Identity Card (CNIC), along with its one copy.

b. In case of minor children their original Child Registration Certificate (CRC) issued from NADRA Islamabad, or their NICOP may be presented at the time of applying for MRP, along with its one copy.
c. Original Pakistani passport along with its one copy.

d. Original valid German visa along with its one copy

e. Original bank receipt for payment of fee, clearly showing the exact amount, bank’s original stamp and Consulate General’s bank account no.
f. In case of dual nationals please bring original passport of that country and its copy along with the Pakistani passport.
Fees
Passport fees are as under:-

Our bank account for depositing fees is with National Bank of Pakistan, Frankfurt. Account no. is 89091110, bank code 50130000. However if you have your bank’s debit card you can deposit fee through the electronic deposit machine installed at the Consulate General. Only those debit cards may be used which are operative in Germany. In case of some deficiency the applicants can be asked to provide their bank statement showing evidence of deposition of fee in the Consulate General’s designated account. Online/cash submission of fee is not acceptable.
Application Procedure
Applications for MRPs are accepted during Monday-Thursday at 0900-1200 hours except on public holidays and during Ramadan. Upon reaching the Consulate General the applicants should obtain their queue token from the token machine and wait at the MRP counter for their turn. They should present all required documents to the official at the counter. If every thing is in order, the applicants are requested thereafter to proceed to the MRP Section for finger prints, photographs and data entry.
Delivery
Delivery period for ordinary passports is about 3-4 weeks, while urgent passports are delivered in minimum ten days. Applicants are advised to collect their new passports from the Consulate General in person on the contact no. given on the receipt issued at the time of applying for the passport. The applicants should bring their previous original passport and the receipt at the time of delivery. The new passports can be collected during Monday-Thursday at 1600-1700 hours except on public holidays and during Ramadan. However if due to some unavoidable circumstances the applicants are unable to come to the Consulate General in person, they can collect their new passports through a designated person who carries a signed authority letter from the applicant, his own identity and the applicant’s previous passport.  Alternatively the applicants can obtain their new passport through post in which case they should send a self addressed return envelop with Euro 3.50 postage stamps affixed on the envelop along with their previous original passport. In case of applicants residing in countries neighbouring Germany, where MRP facility is unavailable, the new MRPs are sent to the Pakistani Embassy/ Consulate situated in the country of their residence, on courier expenses to be borne by the applicants themselves. Such applicants can receive their new passports from the concerned Embassy/ Consulate directly. The Consulate General will not be responsible for loss of passport through post. All computerized passports are issued from Islamabad.

Issuance of Passport in lieu of Lost Passport 
In case of loss of passport following additional requirements are mandatory:-

a) Report from the local Police authorities
b) Photocopy of the lost passport, its number, date and place of issue, and date of its expiry
Fees for issuance of Passport in lieu of lost passport are given in the following:-
	For first lost passport (ordinary delivery)

New passports in place of lost passports are issued only if the previous passport(s) has been verified.
Applicants are advised to have their passports in safe custody so as to avoid loss of this important travel document. If the passport is lost for the third time, further renewal is subject to its approval from authorities concerned in Islamabad. 

Important Notes
a) In case the applicants are below 18 years of age, they should be accompanied by their father/mother/legal guardian, along with the latter’s original passport and its one copy. The father/mother/legal guardian will be required to sign at a form which will be provided by the Consulate General at the time of application.
b) Applicants’ thumbs and index fingers of both right and left hands should be without any indelible colouring e.g. ink or henna (menhdi) for proper finger prints.
c) It is mandatory that both ears of the applicants are visible at the time of taking photographs.
d) No endorsement in MRP is possible.

e) Names of children cannot be included in parent’s passport.

f) For applicants serving in the Government of Pakistan service, no objection letter from their parent department and authorization from Directorate General of Immigration and Passports are also mandatory.
