RENUNCIATION OF PAKISTAN CITIZENSHIP
On receipt of an “Einbuergerungszusicherung” (Naturalization Certificate) from the German authorities, a Pakistani citizen, not below the age of 21 years, can apply for renunciation of Pakistan citizenship.

Application for the Renunciation

Application forms are available at the Consulate General and its website. The following documents are required to be submitted:

· Form “X” attested by Notar along with four photocopies. ( Please also note down your contact no. so that you can be contacted timely)
· Original expired Pakistani passports with two photocopies of each
· Two photocopies of valid Pakistani passport with at least six month’s validity
· Original Pakistani identity card (NIC/NICOP/CNIC) with two photocopies. Euro 84/- fee for cancellation of identity card has to be deposited and original bank receipt bearing the bank’s stamp with two photocopies should be submitted. Our bank account for depositing fees is with National Bank of Pakistan, Frankfurt. Account no. 89101000, Bank code 50130000.

· Einbuergerungszusicherung in original with two photocopies

· English translation of Einbuergerungszusicherung with two photocopies

· Applicants who already have German nationality may deposit three copies of Einburgerungsurkunde, its English translation, and two copies of German passport

Euro 15/- fee for renunciation of Pakistani nationality has to be deposited and original Bank receipt with two photocopies should be submitted. Our bank account for depositing fees is with National Bank of Pakistan, Frankfurt. Account no. 89091110, Bank code 50130000.

· Children below 21 years and residing with the parent(s) may be endorsed in the father’s Form. In this case please attach the copy of passport and international birth certificate of each child. Euro 5/- fee is payable for each child.

· Six passport size photographs with blue background

· Duly filled in Computerized Performa and particulars form with four (4) photocopies
Online submission of fees is not accepted.

Delivery
The Renunciation Certificates are prepared by the Directorate General of Immigration and Passports, Islamabad. Upon receipt of the certificates the applicants are informed by the Consulate General of Pakistan. The applicants have to collect the Certificates in person.
